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One of the most ambitious projects embarked on by our False Bay Tourism
and Business Association is coming to fruition.

Linking the popular Surfers’ Corner Beachfront with the Village is under way.
In the early years the Village was the heartbeat of Muizenberg. Dairies,
Butcheries, a Shoemaker, a General Dealer, a Fruit Store, etc. operated all
year round. The Beachfront was the main attraction during the holiday season,
where swimming drew in the crowds.

The initial co-operation from the Electricity Department officials at the end
of 2011 enabled our Association to embark on a ground-breaking project to
create access between the Beach and the Village through the Electricity Depot's
parking area. Sidmouth Road will eventually link (over Atlantic Road) with
Palmer Road. Zoning, road division, etc. have been successfully completed.

Creative paving and landscaping are being incorporated in this exciting
venture. The fenced off Electricity Department’s parking area has been a
physical barrier between the vibrant Beachfront and funky Muizenberg Village.

Under way is the link from Sidmouth Road to Melrose Road and the balance
will be completed during next financial year. (see page 10)

The end result will be a major
coup, and well worth waiting for!
